Methodology of the Research:

The use of pictorial scenes, inscriptions and written documents to
determine the topography and the achievement of Horus military
road in Egypt and West Asia.

The Horus military road in northern Sinai is considered the oldest
warfare road in the world at large. It is the road used by the armies
of Tuthmosis I, Tuthmosis III, Amenhotep II, Seti I, Ramses II and
Ramses III in their quest for the invasion of West Asia. It is also the
road that played the pivotal role in the formation of the Egyptian
Empire in the areas of Palestine and the Phoenician coast in West
Asia. Despite the emergence of the pictorial inscriptions for this
road in the Ramesside Age "Temple of Karnak inscriptions", there
are 1important written documents on the origins and the
establishment of this road back to the Era of the Old and Middle
Kingdom and early new Kingdom (Eighteenth Dynasty Era).
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In this research, the researcher tries to — by use of the corresponding
pictorial and written documents as well as archaeological
excavations - study forts, cities and ports that have appeared on this
road, which extended from the Egyptian north-east border, in
